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KEVIN McKIDD HONOURED AS PATRON OF SCOTTISH HIGHLANDS AND ISLANDS FILM COMMISSION

Hollywood actor Kevin McKidd has become patron of an organisation which aims to make the Highlands and Islands a leading destination for the world's film makers.

I wish to do all I can to support the work of promoting film and television production in my home area."
